Requirements:

Candidates must be involved in open space and/or natural resource management in Colorado as an employee or board member of an agency, non-profit or student in an accredited program at the college level.  Copy of a current student ID must be submitted.

Costs paid by your agency or organization cannot be reimbursed through the use of this scholarship.

People who have received scholarships in the last two years are not eligible for a 2017 scholarship.
